Be prepared to introduce yourself. In
Salvadoran culture, introductions are
quite formal and often we are asked
to introduce ourselves in front of a
group of people. If you're brave
enough, try it in Spanish! Many times,
people stand when introducing
themselves. You can say something
like...

Mi nombre es . Soy
(miembro/a, pastor/a, etc.) de la
iglesia . Estaesmi

(primera, segunda, etc.) visita
aqui.

Huh?...

| don’t speak much Spanish.
No hablo mucho espanol.
More slowly, please.

Mas lentamente, por favor.
Please repeat that.

Repita por favor eso.

Spell that, please.

Letra por letra, por favor.
What does that mean?

¢ Qué significa eso?
Please write that down.
Escriba por favor eso.
Excuse me? (Pardon?)

¢ Perdon?

Do you understand me?

¢ Usted me entiende?

Why are you laughing?
¢Por qué usted esta riendo?
Is my Spanish that bad?

I’'m sorry, | don’t understand.
Perdéneme. No entiendo.

Prior to entering, say “Con permiso,”
which means “With your permission.”

...or when you’re about to leave
someone’s presence, you can ask
permission in the same manner.
